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INTRODUCTION
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The purpose of the introduction section is to provide basic information that allows the reader to understand and evaluate the results of the study without needing to refer to previous publications on the subject. The introduction should also explain why the study was needed and its rationale. 
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This section should describe the subject and purpose of the research, its population and sample, its assumptions, and its methodology. 
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The purpose of the research depends on a well-defined problem statement, but it should be clearly stated in this section to prevent any misunderstandings. The aim of the research is to answer the questions "what?", "how?", and "why?". This helps to concretize the problem to be illuminated. The importance of the research is explained by stating the reasons why this particular topic was chosen rather than another. It also explains how the collected data can be used to solve a problem.

The overall outcomes, recommendations, and limitations of the study should be presented.
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
